Guidelines for country presentations 
Dear Participant
We kindly request that participants from each country prepare one powerpoint presentation to share with colleagues during the seminar.
The objective of the presentation is to share country experience around NCDs with all participants. The presentation should last for 7 min (and include around 7 slides). This will be followed by 2-3 min discussion.
The focus each country's presentation should be as follows:
1. One specific multisectoral intervention that has involved one or more sectors (in addition to the ministry of health) that has been set up  to reduce NCDs/NCD risk factor(s) in the population ( 2-3 slides) 
2. One specific initiative to better improve the management of NCD conditions at the primary health care level (highlighting the importance of strengthening the health care system or integrating NCDs in to primary health care) (2-3 slides).
In your presentations please emphasize information that will be useful for everyone. Highlight the challenges and lessons learnt, e.g. successes and failures and challenges (remember we can learn a lot from failures) as well as interesting or innovative processes.
You can start the presentation with one slide on generalities around NCDs in your country with a few key bullet points on the NCD situation and context.
Please note that the objective is not to present as much information as possible in a minimum of time, nor to show how well your country has done with regards to NCD prevention and control, but to communicate 1-2 simple messages that can be useful for all participants, which is related to experience you have had in your country.
